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T I P S  F O R  F O O D  P U Z Z L E  S U C C E S S :

Start Slowly: Pick an easy puzzle to start with to help

your puppy/dog understand the game. Always observe

your dog with any new toy to ensure he is playing with it

appropriately.

Kibble: Start with dry dog food in the toy and allow your

puppy/dog to work at his puzzle. Try to avoid helping

him unless he is getting frustrated. You can also get his

kibble wet and freeze it in his toy for more difficulty.

Feed him his regular meals in the puzzle toy to turn meal

time into enrichment!

Stuffings for Lickables: Some of our favorite stuffing

foods are peanut butter, whole yogurt, cottage cheese,

dehydrated dog foods, fruits and veggies, canned fish

(in water), meat baby food, wet dog food - and any

combination blended up together! Always research first

to determine the dog safety of your selected food.

Freezing your toy after you stuff it is a great way to

create longer-lasting fun!
